It is the main home of Colombia's national tree,
the Quindío Wax Palm, as well as a wide variety of flora and fauna, much of it in danger of
extinction and protected under the status of National Natural Park. El Valle, as well as the
nearby town of Salento, are among the main tourist destinations in Colombia.
